CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Gilardi called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL (REGULAR SESSION)

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND MOMENT OF SILENCE

Mayor Gilardi led the pledge of allegiance and called for a moment of silence.

1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 13, 2008 REGULAR MEETING AND
NOTICE OF WAIVING OF READING OF ALL ORDINANCES INTRODUCED
AND/OR ADOPTED UNDER THIS AGENDA (Action)

Moved by Councilmember Orchard seconded by Councilmember Fox and passed
unanimously to approve the minutes of the February 13, 2008 Regular meeting as presented
and to waive the reading of all ordinances introduced and/or adopted under this agenda.
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APPROVAL OF FINAL AGENDA

Mayor Gilardi announced that Senator Migden would present her legislative update after the
introduction of the new police officer. She further noted that there was no reportable action from
the closed session.

INTRODUCTION OF NEW POLICE OFFICER

Police Chief Robert Stewart introduced new Cotati Police Officer Baudelia "B" Gallo to the
Council. Officer Gallo addressed the Council.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE FROM SENATOR CAROLE MIGDEN

State Senator Carole Migden provided a verbal report to Council regarding legislative activies
and encouraged citizens, Council and staff to solicit assistance from her office on various issues.

In response to questions from Council, Senator Migden noted that the Governor has
recommended some temporary state park closures as a cost cutting measure and that she is
opposed to the closures.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT
City Manager Dianne Thompson reported the following:
e The East Cotati Avenue waterline installation is expected to be complete in mid-March.

e A revised application for a medical marijuana dispensary has been received and is
scheduled to be presented to the Planning Commission on March 17.

e The Rohnert Park Rotary Club has donated the computers and labor for the installation for
a computer lab in room 5 of the Community Center. The computer lab is expected to be
complete on March 8.

e The Rancho Cotati Rotary Club recently voted to provide the labor to install the City’s
demonstration gardens.

e Kitchen composter containers are for sale in the Administrative Services Department.
CITIZEN BUSINESS

Michelle Berman of Cotati expressed concern that her comments of the January 9 City Council
meeting were incomplete and asked that her comments be more fully communicated in the
minutes. She asked that the Mayor request, rather than require, people to stand for the pledge of
allegiance to the flag.

George Barich of Cotati expressed concern that he is not on the City’s bidder list and commented
on a story about water conservation and water rates that was printed in the Press Democrat. He
requested that the Council schedule discussion of water costs on an upcoming agenda.
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Jim Fouche of Cotati expressed concern regarding tree removal at 100 Valparaiso and submitted
a written statement to that issue.

Dave D. (last name not discernible) of Cotati stated that some of the trees in his neighborhood
(Cotati Cottages) are slated to be removed and could perhaps be used at the 100 Valpariso site.

City Manager Thompson clarified that all of the labor for the computer lab was donated by
Rotarians.

COUNCILMEMBER DIRECTION ON FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS (Discussion)

Mayor Gilardi indicated that a resolution supporting the Save our State Parks campaign will be
scheduled on an upcoming agenda.

Councilmember Minnis requested that in view of upcoming budget discussions a survey of Police
Department costs and salaries be conducted and that an ad hoc committee be formed. Council
concurred to discuss the feasibility and timing of such a survey with the City Manager.

PLANNING COMMISSION APPOINTMENT PROCESS (Continued from February
13, 2008) (Action)

Associate Planner Alicia Giudice presented the staff report.
Mayor Gilardi opened the public hearing.

Michelle Berman of Cotati, speaking on behalf of Planning Commissioner Linell Hardy,
indicated that Ms. Hardy supports the proposal. Ms. Berman asked for clarification as to
why there would be an application process if each City Council member appoints a
Planning Commissioner.

George Barich of Cotati indicated support for the proposal.
Robert Coleman of Cotati spoke in opposition to the proposal.
There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Gilardi closed the public hearing.

In response to concerns raised by the public speakers, Mayor Gilardi clarified that in
architect position is not required on the Planning Commission.

Councilmember Orchard expressed opposition to the proposal due to concerns regarding
the impacts to the Planning Commission in the upcoming election in which three Council
seats will be up for election.

Discussion ensued regarding the timing of the proposed appointment process relative to the
upcoming election, the impact that the proposed process may have on the existing Planning
Commission, the appointment processes of various cities, including Rohnert Park (which
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includes ratification by the full Council, and Lafayette, which utilizes a subcommittee to
review of applicants and to provide a recommendation to the Council), the process of
choosing a Planning Commission Chair and Vice Chair, how the proposed appointment
process would affect the application and the removal process, current terms and the one
vacant seat on the Planning Commission and concerns expressed by the current Planning
Commissioners about the proposed appointment process.

Council concurred that the new appointment process would run with the election;
Councilmember Guardino and Mayor Gilardi, whose seats are not up for election this year,
would each choose a Planning Commissioner. It was agreed that one of the appointments
would fill the current vacancy, and one appointment would replace the Planning
Commissioner whose term has expired and been extended pending the outcome of this
process. The remaining three seats would be filled after the election.

Councilmember Orchard indicated that she would support the proposal as amended to have
the appointment process run with the election.

The City Council further agreed that there would be no ratification of appointees by the
City Council, that staff would receive applications for Planning Commissioner which
would be public record and that Councilmembers would individually interview applicants
from this pool, and that the removal process for attendance the Planning Commission
bylaws regarding the process of choosing a Chair and Vice Chair would remain the same.

Interim City Attorney Rudnansky proposed, and the City Council concurred, that the
following language regarding the timing of appointments with the election be added to the
proposed ordinance: "Upon the effective date of this ordinance, the Mayor and Vice Mayor
shall each make one appointment to the two existing vacant seats on the Planning
Commission. Thereafter, all appointments by each Councilmember shall coincide with the
election cycles of the respective Councilmembers."

Moved by Vice Mayor Guardino, seconded by Councilmember Fox and passed
unanimously to introduce an ordinance (as modified above) amending the City of Cotati
Municipal Code, including Sections 2.16.010 Created - Membership; 2.16.020 - Terms;
2.16.030 Removal - Vacancy; 2.16.050 - Qualifications; And 2.21.020 Removal For
Absences in order to establish the process for each Councilmember to appoint one (1)
Planning Commissioner.

Mayor Gilardi called a recess at 8:40 p.m. and reconvened at 8:54 p.m.

8. REQUEST BY REDWOOD EMPIRE DISPOSAL TO INCREASE THE MAXIMUM

Senior Planner Marsha Sue Lustig presented the staff report and introduced Sedonna Cody
with Redwood Empire Disposal, who gave a brief presentation.

John Warren, Chief Financial Officer of Redwood Empire Disposal explained the county-
imposed disposal cost increases.

Mayor Gilardi opened the public hearing.

George Barich of Cotati indicated that he was told by staff that there would not be a rate
increase due to what he believes to be a delay in Cotati’s getting the contract.

Robert Coleman of Cotati requested a comparison of costs with other cities.
There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Gilardi closed the public hearing.

Mayor Gilardi pointed out that the last increase was in July of 2005. This rate increase is
due to increases in the land fill tipping fees and would be retroactive to January 1, 2008.

Senior Planner Lustig clarified reasons for the delay and noted that the cost of delay in the
contract was borne by Waste Management. She indicated that a comparison of rates is in
the packet.

Moved by Councilmember Minnis, seconded by Councilmember Fox and passed
unanimously to adopt Resolution No. 08-04: A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF COTATI AUTHORIZING AN INCREASE IN TRASH
COLLECTION RATES

9. AMENDMENT OF CITY OF COTATI MUNCIPAL CODE SECTION 2.32.060
MAKING DEPARTMENT HEADS HIRED AFTER JANUARY 1, 2008 AT-WILL

Jone Hayes, Director of Administrative Services, presented the staff report.
Mayor Gilardi opened the public hearing.

Michael Merrill, representing David Woltering, expressed opposition to the proposal and
referred to his letter dated February 26, 2008 which outlined specific reasons for his
objection.

Robert Coleman of Cotati indicated concern that this proposal would result in increased
costs and make it difficult to find and retain new employees.

Michelle Berman of Cotati expressed support for the proposal and for the City’s
restructuring as a cost saving measure.

George Barich of Cotati spoke in support of the proposal.

There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Gilardi closed the public hearing.
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Moved by Councilmember Minnis, seconded by Coucnilmember Fox and passed
unanimously, to introduce an ordinance amending the Cotati Municipal Section 2.32.060
making department head positions filled after January 1, 2008 at-will employees.

Small Business Assistance :

The Cotati Chamber of Commerce continued their partnership with the City of Cotati and the Redwood
Empire Small Business Development Center for the Cotati Small Business Assistance Program, offering
free business counseling to small businesses located in Cotati. In the ongoing program, business
counselor Cynthia Riggs from the Redwood Empire Small Business Development Center assists small
businesses to examine new business opportunities, develop financial or marketing skills, and evaluate any
part of their business. The service is provided at no cost 1o the clients and appointments are scheduled by
Chamber staff, For the period from July to December 2007, 12 Cotati businesses were counseled for a
total of 57.25 hours.

3. Eccenomic Development

Advertising :

Through advertising, the Cotati Chamber hopes to draw both residents and visitors to the Cotati area for
special events. The idea is that when they come to Cotati, they will shop, dine, and use the services of
Cotati merchants. '

Bi-weekly advertising was done in The Community Voice for the 16-week duration of the Cotati Farmers
Market. In the ads, features of the market were noted, along with a listing of upcoming special events at
the market and weekly entertainment. The tagline used in many of these ads was “Shop the market, then
shop Cotati,” to repeat the message of “come to one of Cotati’s events, then see what else the business
community in Cotati has to offer.” . ‘

A half-page ad by the Chamber was published in the 2007 Cotati Accordion Festival program featuring
information about Cotati events as an additional means to attract visitors on multiple occasions beyond
the Accordion Festival (copy attached).

The Cotati Chamber of Commerce offered businesses an advertising co-op opportunity in a Cotati
Holiday Shopping weekend promotion in November 2007. Each participating business was listed ina
full-page advertising flyer inserted in almost 20,000 copies of the Press Democrat in the Cotati, Rohnert
Park, and Penngrove areas. The businesses were encouraged to offer special sales and promotions during



the weekend and include them in their listing. Ten businesses participated in this Shop-able Walk-able
Cotati Holiday Shopping advertising insert. The Cotati Holiday Tree Lighting event and the Chamber’s
50th Anniversary Awards Dinner were also advertised on the flyer insert (copy attached).

As part of our ongoing partnership with Sonoma State University, our annual program promoting Cotati

businesses to SSU students featured “Welcome Back SSU Students” window signs distributed to

Chamber members to display. 2,500 flyers were included in the Welcome Packets for freshman and

transfer stadents listing Cotati Chamber member restaurants, bars, markets and merchants offering

services and products of interest to students (copy attached). The “Welcome Back SSU Students” banner

put up by the City of Cotati across Old Redwood Highway further assisted with the Chamber’s goal in
reaching out to the SSU target group.

Events and Workshops

Grand Opening Ribbon Cuttings were held for the Cotati Creek Café, Sova Gardens, Spancky’s Bar, and
Friar Tuck’s Pub. These ribbon cuttings offer an opportunity for new businesses to generate interest and
promote their stores and services in the local media.

Event information was submitted to the Sonoma County Tourism Bureau for the Official Visitors Guide
2008 & the Quarterly Calendar of Events (copies attached), and to photographer Robert Janover for
publication in his 2008 Photo & Event Sonoma County Calendar. Cotati events submitted for the period
July 2007 through December 2007 were the Cotati Kids Day Parade & Festival, Cotati Accordion
Festival, Cotati Oktoberfest, Halloween in Cotati, and Cotati Holiday Tree Lighting. Over 10,000
Quarterly Calendar of Events are distributed through Visitor Centers, hospitality businesses and
Chambers of Commerce. '

The Chamber-sponsored Cotati Farmers Market ran for its sixth year from May 31 through September 13,
2007 under the direction of market manager Karen Silva. Special events from July through September
included Chef’s Demos, Heirloom Tomato Tasting, Kids Day at the Market, Fiesta Night, Ice Cream
Social, Jewelry Festival, Safety Fair, Adopt-A-Pet, and the Bloodmobile,

The Chamber participated in the Cotati Kids Day Parade & Festival by being a corporate parade sponsor
and sponsoring the Diaper Derby. Attendance at these community events helps introduce more people to
Cotati and, hopefully, increase shopping dollars and business revenue.

A new event for the Chamber in 2007 was the extremely popular Cotati Oktoberfest. Over 300 pecple
attended the sold-out event for German food, music, and beer in La Plaza Park. A feature of the event
helped continue the festivities into the downtown area. Discounts at four participating bars were given to
those showing a Cotati Oktoberfest mug, thus increasing the customers and revenues into various nearby
businesses. Participating bars reported substantially increased revenues during the event.

The Cotati Chamber participated in the 7% Annual Spirit of Sonoma Awards Luncheon, sponsored by the
Sonoma County Economic Development Board, which honors businessmen and women selected by
Chambers of Commerce and trade groups for their outstanding dedication to their communities. This year
the Cotati Chamber honored Gerard Giudice, co-owner of Sally Tomatoes catering and deli.

Chamber Executive Director Suzanne Whipple participated in the Sonoma County Visitor Center’s Fall
Workshop, “You and the Big Picture of Tourism Marketing,” along with Chamber member Sandy
Knottenbelt of Cotati Corner. The workshop was sponsored by the Sonoma County Visitor Center
Committee, of which Whipple is a part of, the Sonoma County Economic Development Board, and the
Sonoma County Tourism Bureau. Networking with other representatives of Sonoma County hospitality



businesses and organizations, plus presentations by the California Travel & Tourism Commission and
Sonoma County Tourism Bureau were part of the workshop. '

Economic Development Task Force ,
Projects and discussions the Task Force tackled from July through December included the Shop-able

Walk-able Cotati co-op advertising program, publication of 2 Cotati city map (to be published in June
2008), meeting with Cotati Frogsong business landlord and tenants, requesting a tour of the Green Music
Center for Cotati Chamber members and elected officials with SSU staff (scheduled for April 24, 2008),
and pursuing corrections to Highway 101 signs for Cotati with CalTrans.

Two applications for grant funding for economic development projects were submitted to PG&E’s Local
Economic Development Grant Program. The first was the Cotati Small Business Assistance Program,
which would provide funding for the Cotati business counseling services in partnership with the Small
Business Development Center. The second was to provide funding for the California Association for
Local Economic Devetopment’s Professional Advisory Service, which would create an economic
development strategy for Cotati. Neither of the grant applications were funded, but the Cotati Chamber of
Commerce will apply again in the next grant cycle.

A new group for business people in Cotati was formed with the help of the Economic Development Task
Force entitled the Cotati Business Advocacy Group (CBAG). The purpose of CBAG is to get input from
Cotati merchants on City of Cotati business regulations (fike barmers, signs, parking, lighting, etc.),
brainstorm about solutions to any problems merchants are having, and work in partnership with City staff
to help the businesses be successful. Several meetings have taken place with various merchants
participating. Currently, the group is discussing banner regulations and what changes could be made that
would be amenable to the City while facilitating the businesses.

4. Development of Business/Residential Relocation Materials
The Cotati Chamber, in partnership with the City of Cotati, published the eighth Cotati Community
Guide, Fall Winter 2007-2008 in Augyst, with The Community Voice. The 32-page guide {(copy attached)
included information on the City Council and commissions; community profile; recreation classes and
free community events; Cotati Chamber of Commerce programs; Calendar of Events; community
information including utilities, schools, churches, & nonprofit organizations; water conservation
information; parks and room rental information; and a Chamber business directory. 15,000 copies of the
guide were distributed through The Community Voice, with an additional 500 distributed to City Hall, the
Chamber office, the Rohnert Park-Cotati Public Library, and various Chamber member businesses.

' Approximately 4900 copies were direct mailed to households and businesses in Cotati.

And 2.21.020 Removal for Absences to Establish the Process for Each Councilmember to
Appoint One (1) Planning Commissioner.

Background/Analysis:

At its February 27, 2008 regular meeting, the Council conducted a public hearing and
introduced an ordinance amending the City Of Cotati Municipal Code, including Sections
2.16.010 Created - Membership; 2.16.020 - Terms; 2.16.030 Removal - VVacancy;
2.16.050 - Qualifications; And 2.21.020 Removal for Absences To Establish the Process
for Each Councilmember to Appoint One (1) Planning Commissioner.

The Council moved to adopt the proposed ordinance with the following modifications:
“Upon the effective date of this ordinance, the Mayor and Vice Mayor shall each make
one appointment to the two existing vacant seats on the Planning Commission.
Thereafter, all appointments by each Councilmember shall coincide with the election
cycles of the respective Councilmembers”.

This language is reflected in the attached ordinance under Section 2.16.010 (Created —
Membership)

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COTATI
AMENDING THE CITY OF COTATI MUNICIPAL CODE, INCLUDING SECTIONS
2.16.010 CREATED — MEMBERSHIP; 2.16.020 —

TERMS; 2.16.030 REMOVAL — VACANCY; 2.16.050 — QUALIFICATIONS; AND
2.21.020 REMOVAL FOR ABSENSES TO ESTABLISH THE PROCESS FOR EACH
COUNCILMEMBER TO APPOINT ONE (1) PLANNING COMMISSIONER

Section 1.
Section 2.16.010 of the Cotati Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:

2.16.010 Created -- Membership. There is created and established a Planning
Commission for the City. The Commission shall consist of five (5) members. Each
Councilmember shall appoint one (1) Planning Commissioner for a term coinciding with the
term of the Councilmember making the appointment. If a vacancy occurs otherwise than by
expiration of term, it shall be filed by appointment by the Councilmember whose previous
appointee has caused the vacancy to occur. The Council shall select advisory members of the
Commission. The advisory members shall have no vote. Upon the effective date of this
ordinance, the Mayor and Vice Mayor shall each make one appointment to the two existing
vacant seats on the Planning Commission. Thereafter, all appointments by each

Councilmember shall coincide with the election cycles of the respective Councilmembers.
(Ord. 274 (1, 1979: Oxd. 42 {1, 1965).

Section 2.
Section 2.16.020 of the Cotati Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:

Section 2.16.020 —Terms. The terms of the Commissioners shall coincide with the
terms and be at the discretion of the Councilmember who made the appointment, except as
provided under Section 2.21.020 Removal for Absences. Terms shall begin on the date of
the first meeting of the Commission after appointment

Section 3.
Section 2.16.030 of the Cotati Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:

Section 2.16.030 Removal -- Vacancy.

A. Although a Planning Commission member shall be appointed for the term
coinciding with the term of Councilmember who made the appointment, the Commissioner
may be removed at the sole discretion of the Councilmember who made the appointment,
except as provided under Section 2.16.030 B. If a Commissioner is removed under the
provisions of 2.16.030 B., the new appointment shall be made at the sole discretion of the
Councilmember who made the original appointment, and that Commissioner shall serve at
the sole discretion of that Councilmember



B. Any member of the Planning Commission who fails to attend three or more
meetings under the circumstances described in Chapter 2.21 shall be subject to removal and
the other consequences specified in Chapter 2.21.

Section 4.

Section 2.16.050 Qualifications shall be amended to read as follows:

Section 2.16.050 — Qualifications. Members of the Planning Commission shall
reside within the city limits of the City of Cotati as shown on the Cotati General Plan.

Section 5.
Section 2.21.020 of the Cotati Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:

Section 2.21.020 Removal for Absences. In the event that a Commission member
fails to attend three, regular commission meetings in a twelve-month period, then,
commencing on the day after s/he misses the third, regular meeting, that member shall not
thereafter participate in or vote on any matter brought before the Commission (except as a
member of the public) unless and until the Council, by a majority vote of the entire Council,
finds that member to have missed his/her third (and/or more) regular Commission meeting
for good cause and allows that member to remain on the Commission. The City Manager
shall be responsible for monitoring the attendance of all Commission members. When a
Commission member fails to attend the third, regular Commission meeting under the
circumstances described in the first sentence of this section, s/he shall be notified of such by
the City Manager and within thirty days of the date of said notice, said member shall be
required to schedule, by contacting the city manager to do so, an appearance before the City
Council at a regularly scheduled City Council meeting at or before which time said member
shall be required to show cause why s/he missed such third, regular meeting. Said
appearance before the City Council must be set within said thirty day period, unless the city
manager consents to the appearance being set for a later date. The City Manager shall
confirm the date of the Council meeting in a writing mailed to the last known address of the
subject member. If said member fails to timely schedule an appearance with the City
Council, or if said member and his/her representative, if any, fail to personally appear at the
council meeting after scheduling same, or, notwithstanding the foregoing, if prior to the
scheduled Council meeting said member fails to deliver to the City Manager a writing
showing good cause for having missed said three meetings, or if the City Council does not,
by a majority vote of the entire Council, find there to be good cause for the member having
missed the said third or more meeting, then the member may be removed by the mayor,
subject to the approval of the council by a vote of the majority of the entire Council, or by a
majority vote of the entire City Council. The City Council shall be the sole judge as to
whether or not good cause is shown. If the member is removed, the new appointment shall
be made at the sole discretion of the Councilmember who made the original appointment,
and the member shall serve at the discretion of that Councilmembers

Section 4. Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or
portion of this ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional, such decision
shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.

Amending Section 2.32.060 of the Cotati Municipal Code to remove new department head positions
filled after January 1, 2008 from competitive service and designating those positions as “at-will’
positions.

Background

At its February 27, 2008 regular meeting, the Council conducted a public hearing and introduced an

ordinance amending Section 2.32.060 of the Cotati Municipal Code to remove new department head
positions filled after January 1, 2008 from competitive service and designating those positions as ‘at-
will” positions.

Cotati Municipal Code section 2.32.010.C. defines “competitive service” to mean “all positions of
employment in the service of the city, except those specifically excluded by this chapter.”

Code section 2.32.170 states that employees who are in the “competitive service” shall have the right
to appeal any disciplinary action, including termination. Thus, employees in the “competitive service”
have property interests in their positions with the City after they pass probation and cannot be
terminated without good cause or without right of appeal. Code section 2.32.170 states that employees
who are in the “competitive service” shall have the right to appeal any disciplinary action, including
termination.

Analysis

Staff conducted a survey of California cities in October 2007 to determine what is currently the
standard practice for department head positions. Of the 146 responses received, 132 cities indicated
that all of their department head level positions were “at-will’ positions.

J. New Department Head positions filled after January 1st, 2008.

Recommendation

It is recommended by the City Manager that the City Council adopt a resolution supporting the
Save Our State Parks Campaign.

Background

Due to projected state budget shortfalls the Governor has proposal in the fiscal year 2008-09
State Budget the closing of 48 state parks and lifeguard reductions on 16 popular state beaches.

Analysis/Discussion

The proposed closing of Armstrong Redwoods State Reserve and Austin Creek State Recreation
Area will affect over 1 million visitors, including 5,000 school children, who visit these parks
annually for education, recreation, and personal inspiration and the proposed closing of Petaluma
Adobe State Historic Park will affect over 27,000 visitors, including 4,200 school children
annually who visit the park for an historic educational experience.

Such a proposal may create considerable harm for local governments that rely on tourism from
state parks for their community’s livelihood and community identity and may jeopardize
Californians’ access to treasures that were specifically set aside to be experienced by the public
Proposed lifeguard staffing reductions may endanger public health and safety on California’s
state beaches.

The funding required to keep state parks open and restore lifeguards on state beaches represents
a mere fraction (0.00006 percent) of the entire budget proposed by the Governor;
