Subject: Request Approval for Demolition and Improvements to the Vacant
Portion of the Former Police Department in Cotati City Hall

Date: December 12, 2007

Initiated By: Dianne Thompson, City Manager

RECOMMENDATIONS:

It is recommended that the City Council:

1. Approve the demolition and improvements of the old Police Department in City Hall.

2. Approve the use of the space by the Cotati Historical Society pending an approved
agreement signed by both parties.

3. Authorize members of the Cotati Historical Society (CHS) to solicit donations for
materials for the remodel.

Background:

In 2003, the Police Department moved from City Hall to the new police facility. At that time,
discussion began about the possible uses for the vacant space. In 2004, a subcommittee was
formed to discuss the possibility of a Cotati Museum located in City Hall. Since then, a citizens
group has formed a nonprofit 501(c)(3), the Cotati Historical Society.

Analysis/Discussion:

The area has been vacant for a few years. The proposed plans (attached) would make the space
code-compliant and flexible for various uses in the future, although a museum use is anticipated.
The demolition and improvements would impact an area of approx. 750 square feet. The entire
space would mirror the rest of City Hall with the addition of beadboard paneling and cap
molding on the lower half of the walls.

Staff is recommending an arrangement similar to that between the City and Rancho Cotati Little
League. The CHS would enter a lease agreement for the space and be responsible for the day-to-
day operations. The lease agreement will be drafted and presented to Council at a future meeting
pending Council approval of this item.



The CHS will solicit donations for the improvement phase of this process. CHS will approach
local business for donations in the form of cash or supplies.

Financial Considerations:

Public Works staff time in the amount not to exceed $3,200 for demolition. Improvement costs
and funding sources will be presented at a future date.

It is recommended that Council adopt the ordinance amending Section 13.64.010,
13.64.030 and 13.64.040 of Chapter 13.64 Water and Sewerage System Requirements of
Title 13 of the Cotati Municipal Code.

Background and Summary:

The ordinance was introduced at the November 28, 2007 Council meeting and a public
hearing conducted. There are no revisions to the ordinance as a result of the public
hearing.

A highlight of the ordinance follows:

e Section 13.64.010 is proposed to be modified to clarify what the purpose of the
ordinance is. Originally, the City relied on local groundwater supply but is
updated to reflect the City’s reliance on Russian River water supply as well.

e Section 13.64.010 is proposed to be modified to clarify that “water savings
devices” also includes indoor water conservation measures.

e The previous ordinance had an error in the standard for an ultra-low flush toilet
(ULFT). The standard for a ULFT is 1.6 gallons per flush, not 1.5 gallons per
flush and this number is revised throughout the ordinance.

e Section 13.63.030 is proposed to allow replacing a non-ULFT to a ULFT or a high
efficiency toilet (HET) which uses even less than 1.6 gallons per flush. HETSs are
state of the art and not that common but will become more popular as the
technology becomes more reliable.



e Section 13.64.040 is being changed so that a rebate check is being issued for credit
for replacing a non-ULFT toilet. The current ordinance provides for the credit
against the customer’s water bill but that is a cumbersome process for the Finance
Department and a rebate check is much easier to process.

e Section 13.64.040 revises the toilet rebate from $50 per toilet to $150 per toilet.
The higher rebate amount keeps the City’s rebate amount more in line with other
public agencies that provide for toilet rebates. The ordinance will also provide for
annual increases to the rebate amount to keep up with inflation.

Financial Considerations:

Currently, the City imposes a water conservation fee to each new water hookup. There are
adequate funds in the water conservation fee account to provide for the added rebate amount.

Legal Considerations:

The City Attorney has reviewed the ordinance.

ORDINANCE NO. 811

ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 13.64.010, 13.64.030 AND 13.64.040 OF
CHAPTER 13.64 WATER AND SEWERAGE SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS OF THE
COTATI MUNICIPAL CODE

The City Council for the City of Cotati does hereby ordain as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 13.64.010 of Chapter 13.64 Water and Sewerage System
Requirements of the Cotati Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:

13.64.010 Findings and Purpose. The City of Cotati’s projected future
population growth has led to increased concern over the City’s diminishing sewage
treatment capacity share in the Santa Rosa Subregional Sewerage System. At the same
time, the City depends on the use of a ground water supply and the use of Russian River
water supplied by the Sonoma County Water Agency for the City’s water supply and
wishes to conserve those finite resources.

Therefore, the City Council of Cotati hereby determines that there are certain
water savings devices and indoor water conservation measures which can be incorporated
into all new construction, and in remodeling of existing kitchens and bathrooms, and that
the use of such devices and implementation of such indoor water conservation measures
will help conserve water and preserve the City’s sewerage treatment capacity.

SECTION 2. Section 13.64.030 of Chapter 13.64 Water and Sewerage System
Requirements of the Cotati Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:

13.64.030 Conservation devices—Required for building permit. A. All tank-
type water closets in any and all new construction and any project involving remodel of a
bathroom(s) shall use no more than one and six tenths (1.6) gallons per flush and shall be
a minimum “ultra-low flush” type toilet.

B. In all new construction, and any construction project involving the
remodeling of bathrooms, kitchens, laundry rooms or other areas where hot water piping
is installed, potable hot water piping in accessible unconditioned areas leading from
water heaters shall be insulated to provide an installed conductance of 0.33 or less.

C. A water/wastewater conservation fee is hereby established and shall be
consistent with section 13.64.010 and as follows:
1. The water/wastewater fee shall apply to all new or increased (in

number or size) sewer connections for residential and non-
residential property.
2. The amount of the water/wastewater conservation fee shall be
established by resolution of the city council and shall be amended from time to time to
appropriately reflect cost changes.

SECTION 3. Section 13.64.040 of Chapter 13.64 Water and Sewerage System
Requirements of the Cotati Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:



13.64.040 Credit for Installation of ultra-low flush toilets. Once it is confirmed
that a residential or non-residential water and/or sewer account has replaced existing
toilet(s) that use more than 1.6 gallons per flush with one or more ultra-low flush toilets
or with toilets that use no more than 1.6 gallons per flush (as confirmed by the Building
Inspector), the Finance Director shall provide a $150 rebate to the property owner for
each replaced toilet following the replacement installation as described in this section.
The rebate amount of $150 per toilet may be raised by the Finance Director at a rate of
increase of the Bay Area Consumer Price Index (CPI) beginning July 1, 2008 and by the
CPI rate of increase each year thereafter, provided, there are adequate funds in the Toilet
Rebate and Retrofit account.

SECTION 4. Severability. If any section, subsection, sentenced, clause, phrase or
portion of this ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of
competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent
provision and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions thereof.

SECTION 5. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective thirty (30) days
after the date of adoption.

SECTION 6. Posting. The City Clerk shall cause this ordinance to be posted and/or
published within fifteen (15) days after the date of adoption.

l. Background and History:

Presently, outdoor dining associated with a restaurant use in the public right-of-way in the City
of Cotati requires approval of a Minor Use Permit (MUP) by the Director of Planning and
approval of an encroachment permit/license agreement by the City Council (See Section
17.42.130 E. Outdoor dining areas, City of Cotati Land Use Code). Both approvals require
formal public hearings. This process can require a minimum of two to three months to satisfy.
Additionally, compliance with the encroachment permit/license agreement approval involves
obtaining City required insurance.

As staff has worked with local restaurant and property owners to satisfy these requirements, it
has been apparent that the current process is difficult for most applicants to complete.
Consequently, staff has researched and will suggest in this report measures to improve the
process, while addressing key interests of the parties involved. The key interests that staff has
focused on are the following:

1. To create a lively, inviting, and successful dining experience for patrons, restaurant
owners and the broader community;

2. To assure the public health, safety, and welfare and to minimize/avoid any risk to the
City of Cotati;

3. To assure acceptable aesthetic and maintenance standards for the Community; and,

4. To provide a reasonable process to address the key interests identified.

2. Analysis:
Staff suggests that an alternative to the current process for allowing the Restaurant — Outdoor

Dining use could be to eliminate the requirements for a Minor Use Permit and an encroachment
permit and the associated public hearings. Instead, the applicant could be required to apply for
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and obtain a license agreement/permit. This agreement/permit could be drafted in a manner to
address standard City requirements and interests including insurance, maintenance, aesthetics
and separation requirements. Additionally, the license agreement/permit could be conditioned to
address special circumstances. In any case, the use would need to comply with other standard
City requirements, including to those that pertain to parking, hours of operation, etc. This
agreement/permit would be processed at a staff level.

The use of the license agreement/permit processed at a staff level should offer a considerable
time and cost savings, while still providing the City a way to address, condition and assure
important City interests, including those pertaining to liability; public health, safety and welfare;
maintenance; and aesthetics. This streamlined (i.e., simplified) process would be substantially
easier for local business owners to comply with, and, as stated require substantially less time and
cost. Another benefit would be that the City should anticipate a much greater percentage of
businesses complying with the requirements.

V. Environmental Review:

This project is exempt from the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act
(CEQA) pursuant to Section 15305 (Minor Alterations in Land Use Limitations) of the
California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) Guidelines in that the staff has determined and
recommends that the project is covered by the general rule that CEQA applies only to projects
which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the environment. Where it can be
seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the activity in question may have a significant
effect on the environment, the activity is not subject to CEQA. Adding and amending sections
of the existing Land Use Code to modify regulations on Restaurant — Outdoor Dining as
proposed would not result in direct or reasonably foreseeable indirect adverse physical changes
in the environment.

V. Conclusion

Staff has prepared and attached an ordinance that amends the City of Cotati Land Use code to
allow implementation of the modified and simplified approval process for the Restaurant-
Outdoor Dining use in the City of Cotati. Staff recommends to the Planning Commission that it
recommend City Council approval of this ordinance amendment, Ordinance 812, based o n the
benefits described above.

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E. Consideration of amendments to Chapters and Sections of Title 17 — Land Use
Code of the Cotati Municipal Code to establish performance criteria for allowing
Outdoor Dining as a Permitted Use instead of a Conditional Use and otherwise
clarifying and streamlining the permitting processes for outdoor dining uses in the
City of Cotati. This application is exempt from the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA) Section 15305 (Minor Alterations in Land Use Limitations).

Director of Planning Woltering presented the staff report. He explained the current process for
compliance with the outdoor dining regulations that have been established in the Land Use Code
for a restaurant use in public right-of-way. He stated that these regulations include a requirement
for approval of both a Minor Use Permit by the Director of Planning and an encroachment
permit/license agreement by the City Council, both approvals involving public hearings. This
process can require a minimum of two to three months to satisfy. In addition to these
requirements, the applicant must also secure insurance to the City’s satisfaction.

Director of Planning Woltering explained that there have been complaints from applicants about
the cost and timeframe of the process, and the process has proved difficult for business owners to
complete. For this reason, staff is proposing changes to the Land Use Code to simplify the
process by eliminating the need for a conditional use permit and encroachment permit, while
continuing to require the a license agreement/permit that would have certain performance
criteria, including obtaining City-required insurance, that must be satisfied.

The Planning Director indicated that the proposed ordinance focused on the outdoor dining use
in the public right-of-way, but that a section could be added to the ordinance that would establish
performance criteria for outdoor dining that is on private property in view of the public right-of-
way. He discussed the potential of having performance criteria, including site plan review,
minimum furnishings standards, etc., that would apply in this circumstance. He stated that,
essentially, the performance standards would be similar between the two circumstances, private
and public, except that there would be an insurance requirement for the outdoor dining use in the
public right-of-way. In both circumstances the review authority would be at the staff level,
subject to appeal to the Planning Commission.

Commissioner Hardy, using the Rancho Cotate Shopping Center as an example to better
understand the application of performance criteria for outdoor dining on private property,
questiones whether all of the businesses would be subject to the outdoor dining regulations, or
just Porter Street because it is the most visible from the public right-of-way. She stated her
opinion that any existing situation should be able to remain as non-conforming on private
property, and that if the revisions to the Land Use Code address private property, then only new
outdoor dining should be addressed. She pointed out that whatever occurs on private property is
the responsibility of the property owner, including liability. She said that although there may be
an aesthetic benefit to applying the performance criteria to private property, she was concerned
about excessive uniformity, commenting that it is nice for the community to have variety.

Director of Planning Woltering stated that there are existing regulations pertaining to hours of
operation, parking, ADA (path of travel) that would apply in any case.
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Commissioner Kurvers suggested that the ordinance amendment only address outdoor dining in
the public right-of-way at this point in time.

Chairwoman McClelland agreed, again stating her preference to allow variety where everything
doesn’t necessarily look the same.

The Planning Commission’s consensus was to recommend the ordinance amendment to address
outdoor dining in the public right-of- way only.

It was moved by Commissioner Kurvers to adopt Resolution No. 07-29 Recommending That
The City Council Approve Ordinance No. 812, Amending Sections 17.22.020, Table 2-3,
Allowed Land Uses And Permit Requirements For Mixed Use Corridors And Districts, And
17.42.130 E., Outdoor Dining Areas, To Modify The City Of Cotati Requirements For
Allowing Restaurant - Outdoor Dining as proposed. Second by Chairwoman McClelland.

Subject: Review of Animal Control Enforcement Options and Related Strategies to Achieve
Municipal Code Compliance; Request Direction and Authority to Implement
Strategies; and Possible Additional Appropriation of Funds

Date: December 12, 2007

Recommendations:
Staff requests Council direct the following:
1) Select enforcement methodology, i.e. private security, overtime or partial reassignment of
Building Official
2) Select strategy to include time period, day(s) of week and duration for bike path enforcement
3) Provide direction relating to warning versus citations
4) Determine if the bail schedule is to be increased
5) Provide direction on exploring dog park options
6) Authorize additional appropriation of funds as outlined for:
a) Signage
b) Public outreach
c) Personnel for selective enforcement of the bike path

Background:
The City Council received a report from staff at the October 24, 2007 City Council meeting that

provided an overview of animal control enforcement. The report indicated that there were a total of
77 loose dog calls in the past two years resulting in 71 warnings and 6 citations. At the conclusion
of the report, Council desired additional information be provided at an upcoming meeting that
would incorporate increased enforcement strategies, violation bail enhancement, public outreach, a
review of current signage and dog park expansion possibilities.

Analysis / Discussion:
In an effort to systematically address each of the issues cited above, this report is divided into
sections corresponding with the recommendations above.

1)Enforcement Methodology:

City of Rohnert Park

The City of Rohnert Park utilizes Community Service Officers under the direction of the
Public Safety Department for animal control field responses. The department does not assign
police officers to animal related calls unless a public safety issue exists with the dog’s
behavior. In all other cases, the Community Service Officers will respond to animal related
calls as time permits. The City Rohnert Park is not interested in providing animal related
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services outside of the Animal Shelter agreement due to staffing levels that do not support
an additional work load.

Private Security

A private security company could be contracted with for specific patrolling duties but would
have no enforcement abilities other than to issue verbal warnings. Security officers would
not have the ability to demand identification from those individuals violating municipal code
provisions. The utilization of security personnel would only be useful during periods of
informing the public of violations. Representatives of these companies stated there would be
a minimum number of hours per day to secure their services. The minimum contracted times
were between 6 and 8 hours per day. The hourly rate of $22.50 was quoted and if it qualified
for overtime, the rate was $30.00 per hour. If this option is selected, | would estimate that
one hour of training per person would be required. One of the company representatives
contacted stated there was a possibility to reduce the minimum contracted hours if staffing
conditions allowed, but in all likelihood at least three or four hours per event would be
necessary to secure their services.

Utilization of Current Staff (overtime):

The responsibility to enforce animal control provisions of the Municipal Code are shared
between the Community Service Officer (CSO) and our Police Officers. The overriding
issue to be considered is the prioritization of duties. First and foremost is our obligation to
address issues of public safety. With one, sometimes two officers on duty at any given time,
it is infeasible to have a loose dog or a leash law violation take precedence over other calls
for service. The exception to this statement is when the animal poses a threat. In these
matters where public safety is in question, the department will send personnel to the call as a
priority assignment and the appropriate action will be taken.

To better understand the time commitments associated with an animal at large/leash law
violation, the following represents a time line for one animal incident:
Dispatch and arrival to scene - 5 minutes
Contact reporting party and attempt to capture loose dog - 15 minutes
Issue citation if owner is known - 10 minutes
Transport animal to the Rohnert Park Shelter, complete shelter intake information,
place animal in cage, return to city - 45 minutes
Take police vehicle to car wash for interior cleaning if needed - 20 minutes
Complete report of incident - 15 to 30 minutes

As you can see, a simple animal call may necessitate well over one hour of officer time
being expended and these are resources that impact other areas of service. As you are aware,
the police department’s staffing level is extremely lean. The police department is willing to
increase our enforcement profile within the community when violations are observed during
routine patrolling of the city. Any additional increased enforcement would have to utilize
the CSO and Officers on an overtime basis.

Utilization of other City Staff

The utilization of the Building Official is another possibility. Due to a downturn in the
construction industry and therefore a corresponding reduction in the Building Official’s time
commitments, a portion of his time could be reassigned to the police department. By doing
so, citation authority could theoretically be given by the Police Chief to the Building Official
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for the purpose of performing animal control duties. This action would necessitate training
prior to performing the assigned duties. It is estimated that four hours of training would be
required due to citation protocol. Staff recommends this option if Council desires additional
leash law enforcement.

2) Bike Path Enforcement:

One of the issues of concern was the enforcement of loose dogs on the path and dog owners
who failed to pick up their animal’s excrement. It is unclear at the time of writing this report
when the violations are occurring. A review of the department’s records do not reveal any
time period pattern of calls being received relating to animals in this area. In fact it is
extremely rare to receive loose dog calls on the bike path. Since there is a lack of a defined
day of week or time of day that these violations occur, staff recommends the following
initial enforcement period (weather permitting):

-Selected afternoons between the hours of 3:30 p.m. and 5:30 p.m.

twice per month.

3) Warning vs. Citations:
The current practice of the police department is to issue warnings to first time violators if the
officer feels they can gain compliance from the violator. This practice is efficient and is well
received by the public. For repeat offenders or when animals appear to create a safety issue,
the officers will normally issue a citation. In checking with Sebastopol Police Department, a
city slightly larger than ours, | was informed that they had 97 loose dog calls last year and
issued 3 citations as a result of those incidents. The Sebastopol Police Department utilizes
the same enforcement techniques of warning first time violators.

Police Officers utilize discretion in nearly all of their decisions. Examples include making a
traffic stop and issuing a warning in lieu of a citation, requesting a criminal complaint in lieu
of an arrest, and in the case at hand, issuing a warning versus a citation for an animal at
large. Each circumstance is different and removing an officer’s discretion in such matters is
ill advised.

If a violation is observed the officer would contact the violator and request compliance with
our ordinance provisions. If repeated violations occur the action would escalate to a citation
being issued. Therefore, staff recommends the following:

1) Issue a warning to first time violators unless circumstances dictate otherwise.
2) Issue a citation to violators for the second and subsequent incidents.

4) Bail Enhancement:
The Municipal Code provisions relating to animals were revised and adopted by Council in
November 2006. With the adoption of this ordinance, the penalty classification for most
violations were changed from misdemeanors to infractions. The mandated procedures of the
court have been that municipal code violations were to be prosecuted by the City Attorney
and not the District Attorney’s office. While researching the components of this report, we
became aware that municipal code infractions could be filed directly with the court, thus
bypassing the need to have the City Attorney involved. If the desire of the Council is to
increase the fines related to leash laws and or pet waste removal, a “Petition to Show Good
Cause” will need to be filed with the Presiding Judge of the Superior Court who will
consider the request. The California Penal Code sets forth penalties for criminal violations.
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In the case of an infraction the maximum fine has been set at $250 unless a specific

exemption has been identified for the violation. It is staffs interpretation that bail

assessments are not covered within the maximum penalty.

5) Dog Park Expansion/Relocation:
Council briefly discussed a desire to explore expanding or adding another dog park. In
discussing this with Steve Nommsen, Superintendent of Public Works, we came to the
conclusion that none of the current park locations seemed adequate to serve dual functions
without a significant expenditure of funds. Steve Nommsen advised me that the Putham dog
park was improved last year with additional drainage to accommodate year round usage.
Staff would request further direction if Council desires to pursue this issue.

6a) Signage Issues:
A significant component in gaining compliance from pet owners is the placement of
appropriately placed signs. The department has surveyed each of the parks and the bike path
to determine what signs are currently in existence. The results of that survey are revealing
and play a significant role in why people fail to be in compliant with our animal ordinances.
Those results are as follows and photos will be available on the Council Dais during the
presentation of this agenda item:

La Plaza Park - Only one prohibition of animal sign in the main park has been
placed. This sign contains all of the park rules. No other signs are posted in the
remaining park sections.

Recommendations: 2 signs

The number of signs that are identified above reflect a recommendation on the part of the

Police and Public Works Departments. This recommendation would maximize coverage at

locations to the parks and the bike path. Council may wish to decrease the number of

signs to avoid visual concerns, but this in turn may impact the effectiveness of our efforts.
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6b) Public Outreach:
The City currently has the ability to include inserts with the water/sewer bill. This is
likely to be the most cost effective way of reaching our residents. Staff recommends the
inclusion of an informational insert in the January 2008 bill. Subsequent inserts could be
included as directed by Council or the City Manager. Additional outreach may include using
the Cotati Community Guide or the Community Voice.

Financial Considerations:

Funding for additional animal enforcement was not included in the Adopted Fiscal Year 07-08
Budget. An additional appropriation from the General Fund would be required, amount to be
determined subsequent to Council direction, depending on the method of enforcement selected.

13. Receive and File Report Relating to Cotati Municipal Code Section 7. 24.020 — Animal
Leash Law

Police Chief Stewart provided Council with the staff report and answered Council questions on
this subject. Councilmember Minnis asked about fines for violation of this ordinance, which
followed discussion on the annual bail schedules. Councilmember Moore commented on owners
who allow their dogs to use other peoples’ yards as their bathroom, and dogs running unleashed in
the creek area.

Mayor Orchard opened public comment.

Wade Belew, Cotati Creek Critters, spoke about dogs running lose, especially those running in the
creek. Mr. Belew made some suggestions, including better signage and parks where dogs can run
free.

Mayor Orchard closed public comment.

Councilmember Moore said letting dogs run in the creek was also a health issue, and that you
never knew if the dogs were safe or not. Councilmember Minnis said she did not think it was an
education issue at all but said she thought it was blatant disrespect. Councilmember Minnis
recommended much higher fines for offenders and stated if there were higher fines and they were
enforced, people would get the message quickly. Councilmember Gilardi stated she also had
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problems with unleashed dogs and gave examples to illustrate. Councilmember Fox asked whether
the City needed to evaluate the local ordinance to make sure it was current, and he also gave a
personal example of a dog incident in his neighborhood. Mayor Orchard spoke to the unleashed
dog issue, illustrating certain points with personal examples. Mayor Orchard stated there were
many options that could be explored and she was willing to examine them all. Councilmember
Moore asked to view Rohnert Park’s ordinance. Assistant City Attorney Nebb stated she recently
wrote ordinances for other cities on the same subject and wanted to bring this issue back for
review.

9. Receive and File Report Relating to Cotati Municipal Code Section 7. 12.040 (Animal
Leash Law) (Chief of Police)

Chief of Police Robert Stewart presented the staff report.
Mayor Fox opened the floor for public comments.

Tony Adler, former Animal Control Officer for the City of Cotati, encouraged the City to
enforce the leash law and to hire an Animal Control Officer.

Gail (last name not given) discussed her experiences with unleashed dogs and expressed
support for increasing the fine, adding signage regarding the leash law and perhaps adding
an Animal Control Officer.

Teresa Eaton of Sierra Mobile Park indicated agreement with the previous speaker and
added her support for providing more opportunity to allow people to have their dogs
unleashed.

Michelle Berman of Cotati suggested raising the fine and researching grant funding to offset
the cost of enforcing the leash law.

Nichole Schlossberg of Cotati discussed her experiences with unleashed dogs and expressed
support for enforcing the leash law and increasing the fine.

Ingvold K. of Cotati expressed concern that if the fine were raised, dog owners might not
bail out their dogs. He believes animal control is not the best use of police officers’ time.
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Adrienne Lauby of Cotati suggested increasing enforcement to send a message, and if the
fine is raised, to do a first warning, second warning, etc.

Chief Stewart responded to questions from the Council and discussion ensued regarding
contracting with Rohnert Park to utilize that City’s Animal Control officers, the need for
individuals to report violations, conducting random sweeps of enforcement during the early
evening hours and other times when folks are out with their dogs, and the need for a
dedicated animal control.

Further discussion took place regarding increasing signage and fines, consistency of
enforcement, vandalism of leash-law signs, adding public space for unleashed dogs, lack of
compliance with and enforcement of animal waste laws and concerns regarding pollution of
the creek from animal waste. Council requested that staff review and report back at a future
meeting:

e Increased enforcement;

e Staffing (augment existing or contract out);

e Options for controlling dog waste;

e Pollution caused by dog waste;

e Options for off leash areas;

e Signage improvements;

e Public outreach and education regarding leash and animal waste laws.
