Subject: Endorsement of the City of Cotati’s Application for Program Year 2012-2013
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Funds

Recommendation

It is recommended that the Council adopt a resolution endorsing the City of Cotati’s application
for program year 2012-2013 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds.

Background

The City of Cotati has been a participant for more than 30 years in the Community Development
Block Grant program, a federally-funded function that provides monies to local jurisdictions for
projects. The City of Cotati is part of a county-wide consortium (excluding Santa Rosa and
Petaluma) that makes funding decisions each year, based on applications submitted by both the
public and member agencies. Eligible projects must meet an identifiable need of the low-income
population in order to be considered for funding.

Projects in Cotati that have been funded in the past include ADA access ramps at numerous
intersections, ADA access ramps at three parks, La Plaza Park restrooms, Wilford Lane
affordable housing project, and the West Sierra Avenue bus shelters and street improvements.
Recently completed projects include ADA renovations to the men’s restroom at City Hall and
both restrooms at the Ray Miller Community Center. In October, the City installed an ADA
compliant sidewalk at the intersection of Old Redwood Highway and Charles Street providing a
much-needed safety improvement for pedestrians in the area.

Analysis/Discussion

The recommended proposal is for a $120,000 phased ADA Pedestrian Access Program to
Thomas Page School. The City of Cotati proposal consists of the installation and or completion
of pedestrian improvements from Clifford Street to Thomas Page School. The route includes
Richardson Lane and West School Street and is approximately 3,200 ft. in length.
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Endorsement of 2012-2013 CDBG Application
December 14, 2011

Project Phasing

This project is proposed to occur in phases. In this first year, the path or sidewalk design would
be selected through a community design process and a portion of the path would be improved.
The City will apply for additional CDBG funds for this project in future years. In addition,
CDBG funds would be utilized in partnership with Safe Routes grant funding to complete the
entire project. A Safe Routes audit has already occurred, and the funding application will take
place during the current fiscal year.

Community Design Process

The City of Cotati Bicycle and Pedestrian Plan identifies access improvements to West School
Street and Richardson Lane as a high priority (#3 in the City). Currently, there is no sidewalk or
pathway design for West School Street and Richardson Lane. The purpose of this project is to
provide safe access to school within the existing right-of-way in a manner appropriate to the
rural setting. It is likely that two or three community meetings will be necessary to develop the
pathway design.

Providing ADA access along this route is part of a long range strategy to ensure that one day
students from all over Cotati will be able to access Thomas Page School by walking or biking on
Valparaiso, East School Street, the pedestrian tunnel, West School Street and Richardson Lane.

The attached resolution from the City Council, endorsing the application, is required to apply for
the grant funding.

Financial Considerations

There are no fiscal impacts to the City. The grant will cover 100% of all costs for this project
excluding staff time.

Environmental Issues

If Cotati is awarded the funding, the County will prepare the environmental analysis.

The route includes Richardson Lane and West School Street and is approximately 3200 ft
in length; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has previously identified the implementation of pedestrian and
bicycle access along this corridor to be a high priority within the City of Cotati Bicycle and Pedestrian
Plan.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Cotati that the
City of Cotati will make application to the Sonoma County Community Development Commission for
2012-2013 Community Development Block Grant funds in the amount of $120,000 to install ADA access
improvements along West School Street and Richardson Lane.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the City Council that the City Manager of the City of Cotati is
hereby authorized to execute on behalf of the City of Cotati all necessary application forms and other
documents to obtain said grant funds.

Subject: Notice of Completion for Well 1A/Well 3 Water Treatment Facilities
Rehabilitation, Project No. E10-03

Recommendation

It is recommended that the City Council adopt a resolution to accept the improvements and
authorize filing of the Notice of Completion (NOC) for the Well 1A / Well 3 Water Treatment
Facilities Rehabilitation, Project No. E10-03.

Background

At the February 24, 2010 City Council meeting, the Council authorized staff to advertise and
award a construction contract to rehabilitate Wells 1A and 3. This work consisted of
rehabilitating the pump motor and replacing the pump columns, oil tube, shaft, and pump. In
addition, Wells 1A and 3 have well head treatment for naturally-occurring iron and manganese in
the groundwater. The treatment device is what is referred to as a “green sand filter”, which
reduces the iron and manganese in the finished water. The media in the filter is a combination of
gravel, “green sand”, and anthracite coal and has been in service for many years and is in need of
replacement. Additionally, the control valves are equally old and are seriously deteriorated.

The proposed project would replace the filter media, the valving, actuator controls and
corresponding air lines.

On March 10, 2010, the contract was awarded to ERS Industrial Services, Inc., the lowest
responsible and responsive bidder with a total base bid of $186,238.74. ERS Industrial Services,
Inc. was issued a Notice to Proceed on March 1, 2011.

Analysis/Discussion

During the course of construction, there were unexpected repairs needed for the interior coating
of the filters at the well sites. This resulted in change orders that required an additional
appropriation of $80,000 by the council on April 13, 2011. The final contract amount, after
deductive and additive change orders, was $255,257.97, which is under the appropriation limit of
$280,000. The City is currently holding the minimum 10% retention ($25,525.80).

Financial Considerations

In the adopted fiscal year 2011-2012 budget, this work was carried over from the previously
adopted budget under the Water Operating Fund (012-1700-71082.2045). With the March 10,
2010 approved appropriation of $200,000 and subsequent appropriation of $80,000, the final
appropriated balance was $280,000, which covers the remaining project costs.

No General Fund revenue was used for this project.

Recommendation

It is recommended that the City Council adopt two ordinances: 1. Amending Municipal Code
Section 3.28 relating to claims against City, 2. Amending Municipal Code Section 3.08 relating
to documentary transfer tax per Revenue and Taxation Code Sections 11901 — 11929; and adopt
a resolution establishing fees and charges for city services.

Background

At its Regular meeting of October 12, 2011, the City Council introduced two ordinances: 1.
Amending Municipal Code Section 3.28 relating to claims against City, 2. Amending Municipal
Code Section 3.08 relating to documentary transfer tax per Revenue and Taxation Code Sections
11901 - 11929; and adopt a resolution establishing fees and charges for city services.

Analysis/Discussion

The proposed ordinances provide clarifications or corrections to outdate municipal code sections.

The proposed fees and charges resolution reflects many reduced deposit amounts. This is due
largely to staffing and organizational changes that have occurred since 2009. Additionally, there
are several fees which we are proposing to eliminate as they seem unnecessary (trigger to collect
has not occurred in years) or they referred to programs that are no longer conducted by City staff.

There are no proposed changes to the room and park rental fees at this time.

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ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF COTATI AMENDING SECTION 3.28 OF THE COTATI MUNICIPAL
CODE RELATING TO CLAIMS AGAINST THE CITY

WHEREAS, certain claims against the City of Cotati (“City”) are required by the
California Tort Claims Act to be presented to the City prior to the initiation of litigation while
other types of claims are not specifically subject to the Tort Claims Act; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 935 of the Government Code a city can, by ordinance,
require that a formal claim be submitted prior to initiating litigation for such other types of
claims; and

WHEREAS, the City Council previously adopted Ordinance 603 to amend the Cotati
Municipal Code (“Municipal Code”) to impose claims presentation procedures on certain
claims to provide the City the opportunity to promptly investigate, respond and possibly settle
such claims before a lawsuit is filed, thereby providing an opportunity to avoid the delay and
expense of litigation; and

WHEREAS, recent changes in California law indicate that further amendments to the
Municipal Code are warranted to clarify and confirm that each person seeking to bring suit
against the City shall have first presented to the City a verified, written claim for the City’s
review and disposition in accordance with the procedures governing such claims in Chapter
3.28 of the Municipal Code; and

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COTATI DOES
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.
Section 3.28.040 Procedures is amended to read as follows:

A. Pursuant to the authority granted by Section 935 of the California Government Code, all
claims against the city for money or damages not otherwise governed by the Tort Claims Act,
California Government Code Sections 900, et seq., or another state law, shall be presented
within the time, and in the manner prescribed by Part 3 of Division 3.6 of Title 1 of the
California Government Code (commencing with Section 900 thereof) as those provisions now
exist or shall hereafter be amended, and as further provided by this chapter.

B. All claims shall be signed and verified in writing by the person who claims to be
entitled to be paid or refunded the money, or who incurred the damages, or by his or her
guardian, conservator, executor or administrator. In addition, all claims shall contain the
information required by California Government Code Section 910.

C. Pursuant to Section 930.2 of the California Government Code, the City of Cotati may
enter into written agreements containing provisions governing the presentation of claims
including, but not limited to, time limitations. The provisions of this Chapter shall apply to all



claims arising out of written agreements except to the extent the provisions of a written
agreement conflict with the terms of this Chapter in which case the provisions of the written
agreement shall control.

D. In accordance with California Government Code Sections 935(b) and 945.6, all claims
shall be presented as provided in this section and acted upon by the City prior to the filing of
any action on such claims and no such action may be maintained by a person who has not
complied with the requirements of this section. Only the person who filed the claim may bring
such action and if another person should do so, judgment shall not be rendered for the plaintiff.

E. Any action brought against the city of Cotati upon any claim or demand shall conform
to the requirements of Sections 940-949 of the California Government Code. Any action
brought against any employee of the city of Cotati shall conform to the requirements of
Sections 950-951 of the California Government Code.

SECTION 2: Severability. The provisions of this chapter are hereby declared to be
severable. If any provision, clause, word, sentence, or paragraph of this chapter or the
application thereof to any person, establishment, or circumstances shall be held invalid, such
invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this Chapter.

SECTION 3: Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect on the 31st day following its
adoption.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF COTATI AMENDING SECTION 3.08 OF THE COTATI MUNICIPAL

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Cotati adopted Ordinance 84, An Ordinance of
the City of Cotati Imposing a Documentary Stamp Tax on the Sale of Real Property, on
December 7, 1967; and,

WHEREAS, subsequently the City Council of the City of Cotati adopted Ordinance 545, An
Ordinance of Amending Section 2 of Ordinance 84 and Section 3.08.020 of the City of Cotati
Municipal Code Relating to Amount of Real Property Transfer Tax; and,

WHEREAS, the City finds that certain portions of the Cotati Municipal Code require
clarification and correction to reflect that Section 3.08 relates to documentary transfer tax per
Revenue and Taxation Code Sections 11901 - 11929

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COTATI DOES
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.

Section 3.08.010 is amended to read as follows:
The ordinances codified herein shall be known as the “Documentary Transfer Tax
Ordinance of the City of Cotati.” It is adopted pursuant to the authority contain in Part
6.7 (commencing with Section 11901) of Division 2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code
of the State of California

Section 3.08.020 is amended to read as follows:

There is imposed on each deed, instrument or writing by which and lands, tenements, or
other realty sold within the city shall be granted, assigned, transferred or otherwise
conveyed to, or vested in, the purchaser or purchasers, or any other person or persons,
by his, her or their direction, when the consideration or value of the interest or property
conveyed (exclusive of the value of any lien or encumbrances remaining thereon at the
time of sale) exceeds $100, a tax at the rate of $ .55 for each $1,000 or fractional part
thereof.

SECTION 2: Severability. The provisions of this chapter are hereby declared to be
severable. If any provision, clause, word, sentence, or paragraph of this chapter or the
application thereof to any person, establishment, or circumstances shall be held invalid, such
invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this Chapter.



SECTION 3: Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect on the 31st day following its
adoption.

Following up on your request for information, Bird Rock is a coastal
community located within the City of San Diego, in the southern most
portion of La Jolla. Bird Rock has a community council with a mission
to engage in activities that enhance the growth and improvement of Bird
Rock as a vibrant and diverse neighborhood, including:

1. Administering the Bird Rock Maintenance Assessment District;

2. Improving the quality of public improvements and educational,
cultural, artistic, charitable and community service activities;

3. Improving the quality of life and economic well being of Bird
Rock residents, property owners, employees and businesses;

4. Promoting business improvement with Bird Rock;

5. Promoting a safe and inviting village atmosphere; and

6. Honoring Bird Rock"s history and striving to preserve its unique

place in the community of La Jolla

Currently, the Bird Rock Community Council has 11 Board Members, and we
represent approximately 80+ businesses in the Bird Rock Area. In 2006,
a portion of La Jolla Boulevard located in Bird Rock was converted from
a 5 lane (2 lanes each direction with a center turn lane) to a 2 lane
roadway with single lane roundabouts at the intersections. The project
was done to beautify the area, improve safety, and the business climate
for our local merchants.

Overall, the project has been well received by the merchants and the
community at large. The project produced more street parking by
changing parking from parallel to diagonal. Traffic flow through Bird
Rock has also improved, providing better visibility for boulevard
merchants. The aesthetic improvements to the boulevard has also been
beneficial as the installation of roundabouts and medians included
plants, trees and flowers. We believe these changes have helped
motorists slow down and see what Bird Rock has to offer. The walkability
feature of these improvements has also made it easier for our local
residents to better access and utilize the services offered by our
merchants. We also believe that the overall change in appearance of the
boulevard has raised the profile of Bird Rock in terms of attracting new
merchants.



The installation of roundabouts has increased motorist traffic on our

interior streets, as some individuals avoid the roundabouts by making

use of alternative streets in the neighborhood. We have responded by

asking the public to obey traffic rules, and have obtained the support
of traffic safety officers to cite offenders as necessary. Overall, I
believe the trade-offs are in favor of the redevelopment project.

Be sure to select your landscape palette carefully, taking into account
water consumption, maintenance of the plants, including growth charts
and adaptability for sight distance at intersections and cross-walks.
Streamlining construction to minimize disruption to merchants® business
is also a key factor. 1 would also carefully select roundabout signhage
to help educate the public on how to correctly and safely traverse
through those areas.

In summary, | believe the redevelopment of La Jolla Boulevard has
substantially accomplished the goals for our project and has been
largely popular with the merchants and residents of Bird Rock.

Here is the response from Jerry Champa from Caltrans concerning
pursuing Roundabouts as a primary method of traffic control on the
State highway system. I am just a citizen that is advocating
roundabouts as an alternative to signals. The Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA) and the Insurance Institute for Highway Safety,
a private institute that lobbies for the automobile insurance
industry, BOTH STRONGLY indorse roundabouts.

I not only recommend the roundabouts proposed, but even more
throughout the City of Cotati. The official Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices, (MUTCD) recommends the use of alternatives to traffic
signals in its Section 4B.04. Roundabouts, along with four-way STOP
sign control, are among several alternatives listed. As for pedestrian
safety, there are new hybrid pedestrian safety beacons that will be
allowed in the latest edition of the MUTCD that is coming out.

As part of my involvement with the Metropolitan Transportation
Commission®"s Plan Bay Area, | submitted a proposal to convert as many
signals to roundabouts as is possible throughout Sonoma County and the
North Bay.

Subject: Old Redwood Highway proposed changes

Dear City of Cotati City Council members and City Manager,

In response to the flyer inserted with our water bill from

the City of Cotati and also the recent articles in The Community Voice
(“Merchants in uproar over Cotati plans” Oct.

21), we, as residents of Cotati, are strongly opposed to both proposed changes
to Old

Redwood Highway. We are not business owners here; we just live here, shop
here,

take our kids to school here, and use Old Redwood Highway every single day.

The main issue is that both plans seem bent on frustrating

drivers as a strategy to reduce traffic and ultimately both will simply
irritate business owners, residents, and visitors. Replacing the left-hand
turn lane with a

center median negatively affects businesses and makes it more difficult for
drivers to get where they are going, thereby increasing traffic problems.
Roundabouts would necessitate reducing two lanes of traffic in each direction
to only one, reducing the smooth flow of traffic without any reduction in
actual number of cars trying to get through there on a daily basis. The number
of people using Old Redwood Highway will not change; if anything, it will
increase over time and neither of these plans acknowledges or accommodates
this future growth.

Also, the City’s cavalier attitude towards current local

business owners is disappointing. These people have worked hard to establish
good relationships with the city, many of them for a period of many years. To
hear these people’s objections, especially the possibility of Oliver’s leaving
Cotati entirely or refusing to move to the plot on 0ld Redwood Highway, and
have

City Manager Dianne Thompson simply reply that “the City can’t control what
individual businesses do” and that other businesses will be happy to take
their

place, convinces us that the council is dismissive of and disrespectful
towards

these business owners” commitment to this city.

With both these plans, it seems that the City of Cotati is

in denial about the increasing traffic down Old Redwood Highway, and believes
that throwing obstacles in the way of drivers is the best way to keep Cotati

small and traffic-free. But Old Redwood Highway is and will continue to be a



main artery for traffic because of its proximity to the freeway; nothing will
change the fact that it’s the most direct route to get where you are going.
Recall

the troubles with Benson Lane and the failed plan in that situation. We all
want Cotati to remain a walkable community with a small-town feel. But we
also want a city that thrives and grows

over time. And these two plans are based in denial. Wouldn”’t a plan not only
accepts increasing traffic but also accommodates future growth make more
sense?

We urge the council to call for and review other options and

Q: What’s the issue?

Over the past 15 years, the City of Cotati and local citizen volunteers
have worked together to create a vision to make our Downtown safer, more
vibrant, and walkable. Following extensive community and citizen input, the
City Council adopted a vision for achieving this in the Downtown Specific
Plan. Now, we are ready to implement the vision. As one component of this,
improvements will be necessary to 0ld Redwood Highway.

Q: Has the community identified its priorities?



A: Yes. After extensive community engagement, a number of community
concerns, perspectives and ideas were identified, which have been
considered in planning the 0ld Redwood Highway Project. Three top community
priorities are to 1) improve safety and access for pedestrians, bicyclists
and motorists by reducing traffic speed, 2) ensure a cost effective project
that fully utilizes the $1.1 Million in competitive federal grants that
have been awarded to Cotati, and 3) minimize the amount of land needed for
the project and corresponding impacts to our local, existing businesses.

Q: What are the current options for improving Old Redwood Highway?

A: After a comprehensive review of all potential options, two alternatives
are currently being considered: The Village Main Street, which would
convert Old Redwood Highway into a safer, two lane roadway; OR City
Boulevard, a four lane option with traditional traffic patterns. City
Boulevard would require more land for right-of-ways, make pedestrian
crossing times longer, and would be the more expensive of the two options.
The Village Main Street vision significantly improves motorist, bicyclist,
and pedestrian safety and access while requiring very little property from
neighboring businesses. Village Main Street would also cost 25% less to
build.

Q: Do you have a comparison of the two alternatives?
A: Yes. A summary comparison is posted on the City website.

Q:What’s the process for review of this project?

A: The community has an opportunity to determine the character of downtown
Cotati for our life time. Due to the importance of the decision, the City
is continuing the public input process at Design Review Committee, Planning
Commission and City Council. As the packets become available before the
meetings, they will be posted on the City website.

" Dear Sir or Madam,

We received our water bill with the enclosure showing the illustrations of the proposed improvements to Old Redwood
Highway, and we’d like to comment on this proposal.

First, just to introduce ourselves, we have lived in Cotati since 1989. Our townhouse is fully paid for, so it is likely that we
will remain here for the rest of our lives. We're both in our mid-fifties and we both work full time, one of us in Santa
Rosa and the other in Novato.

We both walk for exercise and enjoyment, and when we leave our neighborhood behind Walgreen’s, we generally cross
Old Redwood Highway at the intersection with Gravenstein Highway. The first part of this crossing is easy; we just wait
for the stop light. The second part, crossing the one lane where people are turning from Gravenstein Highway to Old
Redwood Highway, toward downtown Cotati, usually takes longer than waiting for the light. Perhaps you don't realize
this, but people in cars generally do not like to stop for pedestrians.

Your illustration of the roundabout shows a car stopping while a pedestrian crosses. H made us wonder how long the
pedestrian had to wait for that one person to actually stop. It also shows what appears to be a person ona bicycle
stopped, which really made us laugh, since our observations are that people on bikes are even less likely than people in
cars to comply with traffic rules.

In addition to our objections as pedestrians, our experience driving through the streets in Petaluma with roundabouts
has led us to the conclusion that very few people who drive really understarid the meaning of the word “YIELD.” This,
combined with the fact that people rarely actually use the turn indicators in their cars, makes the prospect of
roundabouts on 0ld Redwood Highway sound really awful to us.

We are looking forward to Oliver’s moving to its new location closer to us, since we consider that store to be a
tremendous asset to the town. We also recognize that Oliver’s is where our purchases of vitamins, cleaning and
“beauty” supplies, and wine can help contribute to the city’s sales tax fund — and there really aren’t that many other
taxable products available to buy in Cotati.

It is our hope that a plan can be devised that will satisfy the concerns of the businesses on Old Redwood Highway, and
will be realistically beneficial for drivers anid pedestrians, and will also be beautiful. We love Cotati, and we think it
deserves such a plan.

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Roundabouts Save Lives, Money and Fuel

Most municipalities love to save money and reduce greenhouse gas emissions. But when
it comes to road design and traffic management, nothing trumps the saving of lives.

Bring on the era of roundabouts!

A roundabout saves money and natural resources because it allows traffic to flow slowly
through an intersection with very little queuing. As a result, vehicles don't sit and idle as
much, traffic congestion is diminished, electronic signaling is minimal or non-existent, and
it isn't necessary to increase the number or length of lanes leading up to an intersection.

But, the most important advantage to roundabouts isn't economic. Roundabouts save
lives because they prevent vehicles from speeding through intersections and causing the
deadliest and most common type of crash in an urban setting. When roundabouts replace
traditional signaled intersections, studies show crashes at those intersections are reduced
by 76 percent and deaths by 90 percent.

"Intersections are bad," said Evan Pratt, P.E., senior associate at Spicer Group of Ann
Arbor, Mich. "In fact, they're the most dangerous public facility in America. In 2009, 650
people died each week on roads. That's the same as three plane crashes. What do you
think you'd see in USA Today if there were three plane crashes in one week? Do you think
people would freak out? You need to get your city council to freak out about all the people
who are dying on roads today," Pratt told an audience of public works professionals at the
recent American Public Works Association's International Public Works Congress and
Exposition in Denver, Colo.

Pratt said 25 percent of all traffic fatalities and almost half of all injuries happen at
intersections, which give intersections a vastly disproportionate share of traffic casualties,
given they account for less than two percent of roadway surfaces in the U.S.

"There are long-term healthcare legacy costs that come out of all of these accidents at
intersections," Pratt said. "These are the T-bones; these are the head-on crashes that you
often see at intersections."

Given these statistics, the financial savings gained by roundabouts and other alternative
intersection designs are almost an afterthought.

"They will last longer, they'll function better 20 years from now than a traditional
stop-controlled or signalized intersection, and they’ll probably eat up less of your
resources over that time. In fact ‘probably’ is the wrong word," Pratt said.

Mike McBride, city engineer for Carmel, Ind., said his community has been developing
roundabouts since 1997, shortly after long-time mayor Jim Brainard first began promoting
the concept, which he saw working in England and several U.S. cities at the time. Since
then, Carmel's population has grown from 38,000 to 80,000. It now has 67 roundabouts
and another 16 in the design stage. In the past eight years, the city has invested more
than $500 million into transportation infrastructure, and while its road miles have
increased from 220 in 2003 to 395 in 2008, its ratio of injury accidents per road mile
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decreased 51 percent.

McBride credits the roundabouts, which have reduced the number of signalized
intersections in the city to only 39. In a citywide study, accidents at all intersections
resulted in injury 29 percent of the time, while only four percent of accidents at
single-lane roundabouts and seven percent at dual-lane roundabouts resulted in injuries.
The average cost of an accident at a roundabout was $2,500 versus $10,500 at signalized
intersections. Between 2002 and 2006, Carmel's total cost per accident declined by
$3,000.

"So, we basically incorporated a plan that - unless we could figure out why not - we were
going to put roundabouts at our intersections,”" McBride said. The city began installing
roundabouts at a rate of eight per year, he said.

William Hange, Jr., traffic engineer for the city of Loveland, Colo., said his city had a bad
experience with a "non-conforming traffic circle” that many long-time residents remember
as the city's first roundabout built in the 1940s. Because the traffic circle was not
designed with the traffic-calming features of today's roundabouts, vehicles were able to
travel around the circle at high rates of speed, which resulted in several serious accidents.

It was almost 50 years later before Loveland built its first true roundabout. Hange said
that roundabout, built in 1998, was the scene of only one injury accident by 2005. Traffic
data at the time indicated the city’'s first roundabout prevented an estimated 65 accidents,
nine that would have caused injuries.

The city now has 20 modern roundabouts, including several at interchanges that had
experienced long queue times as wide roads bottlenecked into narrow intersection nodes.
The "wide nodes, narrow roads" concept of roundabouts dramatically reduced wait times
and allowed the city to avoid adding more lanes to handle increasing traffic loads at the
interchange.

Steve Weinberger, traffic engineer and principal at W-Trans in the Oakland, Calif., area said
the U.S. is in the middle of a 20-year transition period in which the driving public is
learning to get used to roundabouts.

"Even the design community is still getting up to speed on roundabouts,”™ Weinberger told
a group of municipal leaders at the League of California Cities Annual Conference and
Expo, held recently in San Francisco. "At last count, there are about 150 to 200
roundabouts at intersections in California,” he said.

Just as happened in Loveland, Weinberger said people often confuse traffic circles for true
roundabouts. Small traffic circles in residential areas slow traffic down, but don't provide
the capacity needed for merging lanes of heavy traffic, he said, while large traffic circles,
or rotaries, don't slow traffic enough to provide the safety advantages of roundabouts.

Modern single-lane roundabouts have a diameter of 90 to 120 feet, Weinberger said.
Pedestrians typically cross at "splitter islands™ positioned behind traffic that is waiting to
enter the circle, rather than in front of it. Vehicles entering the interior circle approach at
an angle and must yield to vehicles inside the circle. The inner circle typically has a truck
apron that allows the rear wheels of trucks to make the wide turn, but discourages cars
from using the space to increase their speed around the circle, he said.

All the angles and curves in a roundabout are designed very specifically to keep traffic
flowing steadily in the 15 to 20 mph range, Weinberger said. At the same time,
roundabouts are designed to increase capacity, resulting in significantly shorter delays
and fewer stops per lane than signalized intersections.

"At most volumes, given the same amount of pavement and travel lanes, a roundabout
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can do better than a traffic signal,” Weinberger said. "At low volumes, most traffic
entering a roundabout will have no delay. They'll enter and move on, where you'll always
have delays at a traffic signal.” That, he said, is why roundabouts save energy. Fewer
stops and less idling equals reduced emissions and fuel consumption.

The safety advantages, he said, are achieved by the slower speeds along with fewer
"conflict points” than typical intersections. Weinberger referred to a diagram that showed
a traditional intersection with 32 vehicle-to-vehicle conflict points and 24 vehicle-
to-pedestrian conflict points, while a standard modern roundabout has only eight conflict
points for vehicles and eight for pedestrians. He said studies of intersections that have
been converted to roundabouts showed a 35-percent decrease in crashes and a
76-percent decline in injuries.

Pedestrians have the advantage of crossing a shorter distance to a center island, against
traffic that is moving in a single direction. Because of the slower speeds, bicyclists can
either "claim the lane" and progress through the intersection just as a car would, or they
can walk their bikes across the pedestrian crossings.

Roundabout applications have included transition areas between residential and
commercial zones; corridor operations; freeway interchanges; and those odd
intersections where multiple routes converge at peculiar angles. They are also used
effectively in downtown districts with lots of vehicle, pedestrian, bicycle and mass transit
traffic.

Fritz McKinley, P.E., building and development services director in Chico, Calif., said he
learned "there really is no cookie cutter” for roundabouts. He said the location of the
intersection and the type of users it serves must be considered when deciding if a
roundabout is appropriate and, if so, how it is designed.

"We learned we had to consider the equestrians and the oversized truck loads, and that
was something we didn't catch early on,” McKinley said. "Getting people involved early is
highly recommended.”

He said Chico now solicits comments from all stakeholders before introducing a
roundabout to a neighborhood, and it has produced brochures and public service
announcements that show people how to use a roundabout. "Communication is a
two-way street, you have to give it and you have to get it from people,” he said.

Interdepartmental communication is also important. Chico built a roundabout right in front
of its fire station, with the full participation of its emergency personnel. The result was an
improvement in emergency response, according to Chico Fire Chief James Berry.

"During rush hour they are quicker and safer than most controlled intersections during an
emergency response,” Berry said, because traffic is backed up less, there is no cross
traffic and there's no need to go against traffic to get the fire trucks through.
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Cotati's choice

EDITOR: | have driven around roundabouts from one end of Britain to the other, and I used to bicycle
to work across London, including through the roundabouts. | had never seen a four-way stop until |
came to the United States, and | found them confusing. Studies show that there are three times as
many traffic accidents per mile driven in the United States as in Britain and far more fatalities.

Roundabouts are much safer than four-way stops.

The issue in Cotati is the character of the town for decades to come. Where would you rather
live: near Kentucky Street in Petaluma, Railroad Square in Santa Rosa or in Healdsburg or
Sonoma — where people walk around, shop, eat, enjoy the parks — or on Santa Rosa Avenue

or Rohnert Park Expressway, with four lanes of traffic, stop lights and boxy chain stores?

It's a clear choice: Plan A (two lanes, with roundabouts) is the plan for a creative, pedestrian-
friendly, community-oriented Cotati supporting local, independent businesses — an
extension of the current downtown. Plan B? Cotati as just another bland, car-oriented

Dear Planning Commission members,

I moved to Cotati more than eleven years ago and have become used to four-way
stops, which 1 had never experienced anywhere before moving to the US. Growing
up in Austria and traveling throughout Europe, Asia, Canada, and Mexico, 1
have

encountered roundabouts in literally every country | have ever visited and
always found them very helpful in distributing all vehicle traffic.

Not only do roundabouts provide the most efficient solution to distribute
traffic, they also do this in the most environmental friendly method by
reducing

unnecessary waste of energy as well as reducing air and noise pollution in the
form of braking, stopping, and accelerations. On top of this they also have
the

advantage that they are very simple to understand and use. | have confidence
in

the American population that they will master them as well as people all over
the world do once they understand the only simple rule necessary: Yield to the
vehicle from the left when entering the roundabout. Doing this is not more
complicated than obeying a yield sign at any other road scene.

Large roundabouts with more than one lane leading into and through the
roundabout, as many people might know from major European cities (London,
Paris, Rome, Vienna...), may seem intimidating at first but become an ordinary
street experience by applying this one simple rule. Roundabouts of such scale
would not be suitable for Cotati anyways except maybe at the Hub or at OIld
Redwood Hwy / Hwy 116. 1 have witnessed however, that in many Austrian towns
and

villages over the last twenty years regular intersections have been replaced
by

sometimes very small roundabouts.

Small roundabouts are very successfully employed in reducing travel speeds
when

entering towns while still allowing traffic volume, including large trucks, to
flow.

I am in support of "Plan A" for Old Redwood Hwy - two lanes with
roundabouts. 1 believe this is consistent with what the citizens of Cotati
have been advocating for years: to keep Cotati®s unique small town
character, to encourage pedestrian and bicycle safety and walkability for
all including children, seniors, and those with disabilities, and to promote
local, independent businesses. Besides, as | understand it Plan A will cost
less and be faster to complete than Plan B (4 lanes with 4-way stops and/or
signalized intersections) as it will not involve moving utilities and will
involve the minimum In terms of property purchases from adjacent landowners.
I believe that Plan A will be better for the community.

Although the issue is not and should not be solely about the benefits or
otherwise of roundabouts, 1°d like to say that as an immigrant from England,
I have driven from one end of Britain to the other, and used to bicycle to
work across London, around roundabouts, with no problem.

After 16 years, | still find driving in the USA challenging compared
to driving in England, and was not surprised to learn that there are three
times as many traffic accidents in the USA (per miles driven). Multiple
studies and statistics show that roundabouts are safer than 4-way stops for
drivers and pedestrians, and they also keep traffic flowing more
efficiently.
